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Resumen

Este articulo analiza la dindmica politica de la
provincia de Mendoza entre 1889 y 1900 con
el interés de abonar la agenda de investigacion
sobre la formacién y funcionamiento de los re-
gimenes liberales decimononicos. En particular,
postula la institucionalizaciéon de agrupaciones
rivales al partido oficial, y subraya su inciden-
cia en la transformacion del régimen politico e
institucional. La vinculacién entre las préacticas
politicas derivadas de la emergencia de partidos
0 agrupaciones politicas en litigio con el poder
gubernamental, y sus efectos correlativos en los
cambios politicos e institucionales derivados de
tales innovaciones, resultan indicativos para ex-
plorar algunas convenciones de la historiografia
politica reciente que aconseja complejizar el ana-
lisis de los regimenes liberales.
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Abstract

This article analyzes the political dynamics of the
province of Mendoza between 1889 and 1900
with the interest of expanding the research agen-
da on the formation and functioning of nineteenth
- century liberal regimes. In particular, it postula-
tes the institutionalization of groups rivaling the
official party, and emphasizes their impact on
the transformation of the political and institutio-
nal system. The link between political practices
stemming from the emergence of political parties
or groups in dispute with government power, and
its correlative effects on the political and institu-
tional changes derived from such innovations, are
indicative to explore some conventions of recent
political historiography that advises to deepen the
analysis of liberal regimes.
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
