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Presentacion

George Santayana publicé The Life of Reason; Oy, The Phases
of Human Progress: Introduction and Reason in Common Sense en
1905, en Nueva York a cargo de la editorial Charles Scribner’s Sons
y en Londres a cargo de la editorial Constable. El mismo afio vieron
la luz tres tomos més: Reason in Society, Reason in Religion y Reason
in Art. El afio siguiente, 1906, aparecié el quinto y tltimo volumen,
dedicado a Reason in Science. Gran parte de los pequenos ensayos
que Logan Pearsall Smith, con la ayuda de Santayana, seleccioné
para su edicién de los Little Essays de 1920 proceden de estos cinco
libros. La pentalogia fue reeditada en 1922, con un nuevo prefacio.
En 1954 vio la luz una edicién conjunta y abreviada a cargo de Da-
niel Cory y del mismo Santayana.

En la edici6n critica de las obras de Santayana, 7he Life of Reason
constituye el volumen Vi1 y estd editado por Marianne S. Wockek y
por Martin A. Coleman; los cinco libros llevan la misma introduc-
cidn, a cargo de James Gouinlock. Como el resto de volumenes, de
la publicacién se encarga The MIT Press, de Cambridge, en el estado
norteamericano de Massachusetts. La intensa tarea editorial critica
explica que Introduction and Reason in Common Sense vieralaluz en
2011, Reason in Society en 2013, Reason in Relzgz'on en 2014, Reason in
Art en 2015y Reason in Science en 2016. De la aparicién de cada uno
de ellos hemos ido dando puntual informacién en Limbe, pero re-
servabamos dedicar un nimero monografico ala conclusién del pro-
yecto. Resulta, ademas, que se han cumplido 110 afios desde la publi-
cacién completa de The Life of Reason y la finalizacién de su edicién
critica. Todo ello ha motivado la presentacién de The Life of Reason.
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Critical Edition en una mesa redonda organizada por el Instituto
Cervantes de Harvard-Observatorio de la lengua espanola y las cul-
turas hispanicas en los Estados Unidos, en colaboracién con el De-
partamento de Filosofia de la Universidad de Harvard, el jueves 13
de abril de 2017. De esta actividad da noticia en INFORMES Antonio
Barbagallo, director del Programa de Espafiol en Stonehill College.

Para este nimero hemos pedido a cinco intérpretes de primera
linea una lectura actual de la obra de Santayana. Todos ellos, a pesar
de su densa agenda académica, aceptaron colaborar sin ningun tipo
de reserva.

De todos los santayanianos son conocidos su vitalidad, amabilidad
y gusto por los debates.

La traduc-
cién, por primera vez al castellano y completada con una contex-
tualizacion, es de Angel M. Faerna, profesor de la Universidad de
Castilla-La Mancha y buen conocedor tanto de John Dewey como
de George Santayana.

Presentation

George Santayana’s The Life of Reason; Or, The Phases of Human
Progress: Introduction and Reason in Common Sense was published
by Charles Scribner’s Sons in New York and by Constable in
London in 1905 in addition to three other volumes, namely, Reason
in Society, Reason in Religion, and Reason in Art. The fifth and last
volume, devoted to Reason in Science, saw the light in 1906. These
five books were the main source for the selection that Logan Pearsall
Smith, with the aid of Santayana, would later publish as Liztle Essays
(1920). A second edition of the pentalogy, including a new Preface,
was published in 1922, followed by a complete abridged edition,
revised by Santayana himself in collaboration with Daniel Cory,

in 1954.
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The Life of Reason constitutes volume V11 of the Critical Edition
of the Works of George Santayana, edited by Marianne S. Wockek
and Martin A. Coleman, with an Introduction by James Gouinlock.
The publisher is, again, The MIT Press, Cambridge (Massachusetts).
The exacting process of the publishing task explains the fact that
Introduction and Reason in Common Sense was published in 2011,
Reason in Society in 2013, Reason in Re/z'gz’on in 2014, Reason in Art
in 2015, and Reason in Science in 2016. While Limbeo announced
the publication of each book punctually, we eagerly awaited the
timely opportunity to dedicate a monographic issue to the entire
volume on occasion of its completion, which coincidentally took
place 110 years after its first complete edition in 1906. On April
13, 2017, The Cervantes Institute at Harvard-Observatory of the
Spanish Language and Hispanic Cultures in the United States,
in collaboration with the Philosophy Department at Harvard
University celebrated the event through a panel discussion, which
was reported by Antonio Barbagallo, Director of the Stonehill
College Program of Spanish, in INFORMES section.

Limbe invited five outstanding interpreters to provide a
contemporary perspective on Santayana’s seminal work. In spite
of their busy academic agenda, all of them kindly accepted to
share their scholarly expertise without the least hesitation. Limbe
wholeheartedly appreciates the most generous contributions of:
